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REGULATION NUMBER 140/2022
A REGULATION TO PROVIDE FOR THE
ORGANIZATION, PROCEDURE, AND
DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE
PEACE ARMY OF THE ADDIS ABABA
CITY GOVERNMENT

WHEREAS, it has been found necessary to
prevent crime by involving residents in the peace
and security activities and creating a sense of
ownership for the thereof as any crime, code
violation, and security problems are caused by
individuals or groups that are part of the
community and they hide among the society;
WHEREAS, it has been found necessary to
support the overall involvement of the society in
ensuring sustainable peace and security through
legal frameworks; and to establish a procedure
that enables residents to be included in the
village, block, and other organizations and work
in collaboration with security institutions;
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NOW, THEREFORE, in accordance with
Article 92 of the Addis Ababa City Government
Executive Organs Establishment and to specify
the power and duties of the thereof Proclamation
No. 74/2021, the Cabinet of the Addis Ababa
City Government has issued this Regulation.

Part One

General Provisions

1. Short Title

This Regulation may be cited as: “A
Regulation to  Provide for the
Organization, Procedure, and Duties and
Responsibilities of the Peace Army of the
Addis Ababa City Government Regulation
Number 140/2022.”

2. Definition
In this Regulation, unless the context requires
otherwise:

1. “City” means the city of Addis Ababa;

2. “Government” means the Addis Ababa
city government;

3. “Proclamation” means the Addis Ababa
City Government Executive Organs
Establishment and to specify the power
and duties of the thereof Proclamation
No. 74/2021;

4. “Bureau” means the peace and security
administration bureau of the Addis Ababa
city government;

5. “Village” means a residential area, less
than a block, that includes few houses
and residents in a single area;

6. “Block” means an organization, less than
a zone, that includes villages;

7. “Zone” means an organization within a
woreda that includes different blocks and
villages;

8. “Peace Army” means residents of the
Addis Ababa city that are included in
village, block, and other organizations
and they are forces that keep the peace
and security of their surroundings in
collaboration with government security
forces;

9. “Public participation in Peace and
Security” means a situation in which the
residents of Addis Ababa contribute their
part in  watchdogging, gathering
information, money, and materials, with
their knowledge, and other similar
activities in order to ensure the peace and
security of their surrounding;

“Community-Based Police Officer”
means a member of the police force that
participate, coordinate, and lead the
community in peace and security
activities at the village, block, and zone
level;
“Watchdog” means a practical activity
that the residents of Addis Ababa city to
ensure the peace and security of their
surroundings by taking turns through
their organization and the coordination of
the police officer;

“Ethics Building” means an ethics-

building activity carried out by the

community to help those individuals and
groups that defy the culture and values of
the society to overcome their problems;

13. “Person” means any natural or juridical
person.

Gender Expression

In this Regulation, any expression in the
masculine gender shall include the feminine.

Scope of Application
This Regulation shall be applicable within
the vicinity of the city government.

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It is to enable the Addis Ababa city residents
to own their peace through ensuring their
overall participation in peace and security
activities and contribute their part in ensuring
the peace and security of the city.

Part Two

Organization and Duties and Responsibilities

of the Peace Arm

6._Organization

1. A peace army, that safeguards the peace
and security of the surrounding, is formed
by the interest and participation of
residents at the village level in residential
areas in the Addis Ababa city government
is organized by this Regulation through
determining its duties and
responsibilities;

2. The peace army shall have the following
committee-level organizations:

A. Village peace army;
B. Block peace army;
C. Zone peace army;

3. While maintaining the popular nature of
the organization of the peace army, it
shall be accountable to the peace and
security administration offices at every
level and the bureau.

7. Duties and Responsibilities of the Peace

Army

The residents of a village shall be included in

organizations at every level and the peace

army shall have the following duties and
responsibilities:

1. participate in discussions concerning
peace and security issues facilitated by
established organizations and emerging
ones;

2. ensure the peaceful resolution of disputes
and disagreements created at the village
level;

3. follow up and control the movement and
terrorist acts of outsiders in their village
and surrounding, and give information to
the relevant organ;
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4. watchdog and ensure the peace and
security of their surroundings;

5. shape the ethics of those unethical
individuals and groups in their village
and surroundings that exhibit behaviours
that are contrary to the ethics and culture
of the general public;

6. contribute their knowledge, money, and
various materials willingly for security
activities in their surrounding;

7. identify places and surroundings that are
or could be security threats in every
village and ensure that it is free from any
threat in collaboration with the relevant
organs;

8. follow up and prevent land grabbing,
illegal constructions, and other code
violation activities carried out in their
surroundings; give reports  and
information to the relevant security and
code enforcement forces and work in
collaboration with the thereof;

9. identify causes for crimes, disputes, and
code violations in their areas; cause the
resolution of same or give information to
the relevant security forces and ensure
their resolution;

10. prepare badges, identifications, and
uniforms, as per the situation, for the
peace army to help their efforts of
ensuring peace and security.

Members of the Organization of the
Leadership Committee of the Peace Army

The peace army established according to

Article 6 of this Regulation shall have the

following members:

1. Members of village peace army leadership
committee:

A. two representatives from residents ----

2. The block peace army organization shall
include the following members:
A. the community-based police office of

the zone ----------------- chairperson;
B. representative of the code
enforcement officer ------ secretary;
C. one representative from the police
advisory council ------------ member;
D. two representatives from the residents
of the block ------------------ member;
E. two representatives from ‘Idir’
leaders ----------------------- member;
F. two representatives from the national
elders of the block ----------- member;
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O. one representative from every public
participation of the block --- member;
3. The zone peace army organization shall

include the following members:
A. representative of the peace and
security office of the woreda ----------

----------- chairperson;

B. the community-based police officer of
the zone -------------------- secretary;

C. one representative from the police
advisory council ------------ member;

D. one representative of residents from
every block ----------------- member;

E. one representative from ‘Idir’ leaders
from every block ----------- member;

F. one representative from national
elders from every block ----- member;
G. representatives of religious father

from every block ----------- member;
H. one representatives from women and
youth from every block ----- member;

I. one representative from the peace
council from every block --- member;

J. three representatives from the
students-parents-teachers union -------

9. Duties and Responsibilities of the Peace

Army Leadership Committee at every
Level

The peace army leadership committee that

exists at the village, block, and zone level

shall have the following duties and
responsibilities:

1. coordinate and lead the organized peace
army;

2. set plans to address security problems
based on the existing situation of a given
area; aware the public regarding the plan;
evaluate the performance of the thereof;

3. coordinate things for the peace army to
hold discussions concerning peace and
security issues of the area using the
established peace army organizations and
the ones to be formed,

4. coordinate the peaceful resolution of
disputes and disagreements that are
created in the areas they lead,;

5. follow up and control the movement of
outsiders in areas they lead through the
participation of the community, and give
information to the relevant organ;

6. coordinate the peace army to watchdog
and ensure the peace and security of their
surroundings;

7. work towards shaping the ethics of those
unethical individuals and groups in their
village and surroundings that exhibit
behaviours that are contrary to the ethics
and culture of the general public by
coordinating the peace army;
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8. coordinate and lead efforts for the
contribution of knowledge, money, and
various materials by the public willingly
for  security activities in  their
surroundings by coordinating the peace
army; control whether the collected
resource and materials are appropriately
utilized;

9. maintain the money and various resources

collected from the public by documenting
and registering the thereof; audit it or
cause it to be audited; ensure that it is
used for the intended purpose; present a
performance report for the community;

coordinate things that help the peace
army to identify places and situations that
are or could be security threats in an area,
and ensure that it is free from any threat
in collaboration with the relevant organs;

11.coordinate activities that assist the peace

army to prevent land grabbing, illegal
constructions, and other code violation
activities  carried out in  their
surroundings; and work in collaboration
with security and code enforcement
forces;

coordinate activities that assist the peace
army to identify causes for crimes,
disputes, and code violations in their
areas; follow up that the problems are
solved by providing information for the
relevant security forces;

not participating in any illegal activities
in the process of maintaining the peace
and security of their surroundings, and
not protecting perpetrators;

prepare badges, identifications, and
uniforms, as per the situation, for the
leaders of the peace army to help their
efforts of ensuring peace and security;

15. serve all Ethiopians equally without any
discrimination based on race, religion,
language, gender, and other differences.

Duties and Responsibilities of the
Chairpersons_of the Peace Armv of a

Village. Block. and Zone

The chairperson of the peace army at a
village, block, and zone shall have the
following duties and responsibilities:

1. superiorly lead and coordinate the peace

army and its leaders;

2. follow up and control that the peace army
and its leaders are properly functioning as
per their duties and responsibilities
specified under this Regulation;

3. evaluate the peace army activities
regularly concerning the peace and
security situation of the area; follow up
on its performance;

4. take the necessary measure to improve
the problems of the peace army and its

leaders while ensuring peace and
security;
5. work in collaboration with security

agencies concerning peace and security;

6. present security  situations and
performance reports concerning peace
and security to the relevant organ;

7. give information and feedback to the
peace army and its leaders concerning the
existing peace and security condition of
the surrounding;

8. follow up and control whether the
financial and material resources collected
from the public are properly utilized for
the intended purpose.

11.Duties and Responsibilities of the Secretary

of the Peace Army of a Village, Block. and
Zone

The secretary of the peace army at a village,

block, and zone shall have the following

duties and responsibilities:

1. organize and document information
regarding the organization of the peace

army and its members properly;
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2. document the activities of the peace army
and its leaders; maintain it properly;

3. record minutes; maintain it appropriately;

4. organize  reports  concerning  the
performance of the peace army and its
leaders as well as the peace and security
condition;  present same to the
chairperson;

5. lead and coordinate the peace army in the
absence of the chairperson.

12.Ethical _Principles for Members and
Leaders of the Peace Army

The peace army and its leadership committee
should respect the following ethical
principles:

1. uphold the establishment objective and
mission of the peace army;

2. not trying to use his power
inappropriately to benefit himself or any
other third party;

3. not taking any alcohol or drugs while on
duty;

4. abide by the laws of the nation and
perform its mission accordingly;

5. the accountability procedure concerning
those members of the peace army and its
leaders that violate the ethical principles
stated under this Article shall be
determined through an implementation
directive to be issued by the bureau.

13. Meeting Procedure

1. The peace army and its leaders shall
convene on regular basis and evaluate
their routine work performance;

2. The decisions of the peace army and its
leaders shall be made through a majority
vote;

3. In case of a tie, the chairperson shall have
a casting vote;

4. Any peace army and its leaders should be
punctual for a meeting.
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14. Assignment of the | eaders and Members

of the Peace Army
1. The leaders of the peace army of a village

shall be assigned by the election of its
members;

2. The community-based police officer and the
code enforcement officer shall be the
chairperson and secretary of the peace army
of a block respectively;

3. Without prejudice to Sub-Article (2) of this
Acrticle, the concerning peace and security
administration  office shall assign an
individual that effectively coordinates
activities when there is a shortage of
community-based police officers and code
enforcement officers;

4. An individual that coordinates the peace
army at zone level and above shall be
assigned from the peace and security
administration office;

5. Without prejudice to Sub-Article (4) of this
Article, the relevant organ shall assign a
leader that effectively coordinates activities
when the peace and security office faces a
shortage of personnel;

6. The peace and security institutions at every
level shall superiorly lead the peace army;

7. Other hierarchical leaders, except the
chairperson and secretary, at the block and
zone level shall be assigned through election
by the majority vote of its members.

Part Three

Miscellaneous Provisions

15. Recruitment, Training, and Dismissal
The recruitment, training, and dismissal
procedure of the peace army shall be
specified through a directive to be issued
by the bureau.

16. Duty to Cooperate
Any person shall have the responsibility
and obligation to cooperate for the
implementation of this Regulation.

Inapplicable Laws
Any Regulation that was issued by the city

government to ensure the participation of the
public in peace and security activities which
is inconsistent with this Regulation shall have
no effect.

Power to Issue Directives

The bureau may issue directives for the

implementation of this Regulation.

Effective Date
This Regulation shall enter into force as of
this 5™ day of September 2022.
